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CONOCIENDO EL CORAZON DE DIOS

“Un buen abogado conoce las leyes, pero el sabio conoce al juez.”

Las palabras de mi paciente esa manana no dejaban de resonar en mi
corazdén. Mientras el compartia la razén de su éxito como abogado, el
Espiritu Santo, a la vez, hablaba a mi corazén diciendo “muchos me
conocen por quien parezco ser. Incluso muchos dicen conocerme por mi
Palabra. Pero muy pocos conocen mi corazéon.” Su susurro esa manana
quebranté mi corazén, “David conocia mi corazén. Y Yo el de EL”

Dios anhela ser intimamente conocido y amado por nosotros. 3Qué
secreto tenia David para que fuese llamado un hombre “segun el corazén
de Dios"2 (Hechos 13:22, 1 Samuel 13:14) 3Qué fue de David, que anos
después de su muerte, Dios se acordaba de el en comparacién a otros
reyese (2 Cronicas 34:2, 2 Reyes 14:3, 1 Reyes 14:8, 2 Cronicas 21:7, Salmos
89:35, 2 Reyes 20:6). El secreto del gran rey David se escondia en una sola
cosa: una busqueda genuina e intima con Dios donde su meta era
agradar el corazdn del Senor. En unos de sus salmos mds largos, David dijo
“me esforcé tanto por encontrarte...” porque ademds de conocer sus
leyes y mandamientos, él se esforzd en buscarlo hasta encontrarlo. El llego
a conocer el corazén de Dios, la esencia de quién es El, lo que El desea,
su voluntad y propdsitos (Salmos 119:10-29). Fue en el tiempo de intimidad
con Dios que lo llevo a ser ese hombre tras el corazén de Dios. Hoy en dia,
el Espiritu Santo nos ofrece ese mismo privilegio a través de Jesucristo
(Juan 14:17).

2 Samuel 24 relata como David conocia el corazén de Dios al grado de
qgue Dios mismo llegara a retirar su sentencia antes de lo esperado. David
a pecado al tomar un censo de Israel y como consecuencia el Senor le
permite escoger su propio castigo: tfres anos de hambre, tfres meses de
derrota delante de sus adversarios mientras le persiguen, o tres dias de
pestilencia en la tierra (v. 13). Conociendo el corazén de Dios, David
contesta “Te ruego que me dejes caer en manos del Sefor, porque muy
grandes son sus misericordias; pero no caiga yo en manos de hombre”
(V.14). Escogiendo la tercera opcién, El Sehor envié pestilencia sobre Israel
y cuando un dngel de Dios estaba a punto de destruir todo por completo,
la palabra resalta “mird el Senor vy sintié pesar por la calamidad, y dijo al
dangel destructor: Basta, detén ahora tu mano” (v.15-16). Ese dia, por la
misericordia del Senor, Israel no fue destruida. David conocia la magnitud
en la que Dios podia castigar a causa del pecado, pero también habia
conocido el corazdn del gran Juez que otorgaba la sentencia y a la vez
misericordia (Isaias 33:22).

Conocer a Dios va mds allé de conocer acerca de El, de sus atributos, sus
leyes, sus mandamientos. Una relaciéon intima con Dios es la que te lleva
a conocer el corazén de Dios. Es en la intimidad que Dios revela su
corazoén, su cardcter, su persona, alos que le buscan de verdad (Jeremias
29:13).

PUNTO DE ACCION: Propongamos en nuestro corazén conocer a Dios mds
alléd de leer o escuchar acerca de El. Pidamos al Espiritu Santo que nos
revele a Dios en intimidad y a través de su Palabra. Oremos ser uno con
Cristo como El es uno con el Padre y asf ser “perfeccionados en unidad”
(Juan 17:21-23).
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GET TO KNOW THE HEART OF GOD

"A good lawyer knows the law, but a wise one knows the judge."

My patient's words that morning kept resonating in my heart. As he
shared the reason for his successful career as a lawyer, the Holy Spirit,
at the same time, spoke to my heart saying "many claim to know me
for who | appear to be. Many claim to know me by what my Word says
of me. But very few know my heart." His subtle words that morning broke
my heart, "David knew my heart and | knew His."

God longs to be infimately known and loved by us. What secret did
David have that he was called a man "after God's own heart"e (Acts
13:22, 1 Samuel 13:14) What was it about David that, even years after his
death God kept remembering him as other kings rose? (2 Chronicles 34:2,
2 Kings 14:3, 1 Kings 14:8, 2 Chronicles 21:7, Psalms 89:35, 2 Kings 20:6). HIs
secret was hidden in this: a genuine and intimate seeking of God,
where his goal was to pursue and please God's heart. One of his longest
psalms describe David's seeking "with all my heart | have sought you..."
David strived to know not only God's laws and commandments, but he
also sought Him endlessly until God was found. He came to know the
heart of God, the essence of who He is, what He desires, His will and
purposes (Psalm 119:10-29). It was in the time of intimacy with God that
David a man after God's own heart. Today, the Holy Spirit offers us that
same privilege through Jesus Christ (John 14:17).

2 Samuel 24 tells how well David knew the heart of God, to the extent
that God himself came to withdraw his sentence earlier than expected.
David had sinned by taking a census of Israel and as a consequence
the Lord allows him to choose his own punishment: three years of
famine, three months of defeat before his adversaries as they pursue
him, or three days of pestilence in the land (v. 13). Knowing God's heart,
David replies "Let me fall into the hand of the Lord because his mercies
are great, rather than have me fall into the hand of man" (v.14).
Choosing the third option, the Lord sent pestilence upon Israel and
when an angel of God was about to destroy everything completely,
the Lord changed his mind about causing such distress and said to the
angel destroying the people “enough! Now withdraw your hand™ (v.15-
16). That day, by the Lord's mercy, Israel was not destroyed. David knew
the extent to which God could punish because of sin, but he also knew
the heart of the great Judge who bestows both judgment and mercy
(Isaiah 33:22).

Knowing God goes beyond knowing about Him, His attributes, His laws,
His commandments. An intimate relationship with God is what leads
you to know the heart of God. Itis in intimacy that God reveals His heart,
His character, His person, to those who tfruly seek Him (Jeremiah 29:13).

POINTS OF ACCION: Purpose in your heart to know God beyond
reading or hearing about Him. Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal God in
infimacy and through His Word. Pray to be one with Christ as He is one
with the Father and thus be perfected in unity (John 17:21-23).
