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BENEFITS OF GOD WITHOUT GOD

Shocking phrase: "Benefited by God without having God." We could
express it in different ways, but in its spiritual application, it means
enjoying the benefits of God without having Him in our lives, without
being committed to Him or His Church, without having to serve Him.
There are people who have received benefits in their lives without
having done anything to deserve them. This might lead us to think
that life is unfair and that not everyone receives what they deserve.
However, this is what is known as "Common Grace," meaning that
God blesses both the good and the bad. Jesus said that God "makes
his sun rise on the evil and on the good and sends rain on the just and
on the unjust" (Matthew 5:45), and that God "is kind to the ungrateful
and the evil' (Luke 6:35). If this is frue (and it is), can you imagine what
the Lord will do for those who love Him, serve Him, and have an
intimate relationship with Hime

Throughout history, mankind has often believed itself self-sufficient in
making decisions regarding both the present and the future,
sometimes without seeking the approval of the Creator. We forget
that if we first bring our desires, projects, and our entire lives before
the Lord, He will be the one to bless us and open paths.

Thirty-six years ago, | left Nicaragua, and | remember that while | was
at the U.S. embassy, one of my high school teachers found me there
and said, "Oh, you're also going to the USA." Iresponded, "Well, if God
allows it, it will be so." When | left the embassy with my passport and
an authorized visa, | encountered the teacher waiting. Seeing me, he
took my passport and said, "You got it, young lady! And for 10 years!
That's amazing. What did you tell them?e" | replied, "l didn't say
anything, just presented my documents." However, seconds before
they called me to the window, | had said to the Lord, "If they give me
the visa, Glory to You, and if they don't, Glory to You!" | also remember
humming a song in my mind, giving Him glory for whatever the
outcome might be. The word says in Psalms 37:4-5, "Delight yourself
also in the Lord, and He shall give you the desires of your heart.
Commit your way to the Lord, trust also in Him, and He shall bring it fo
pass.” When you have an intimate relationship with God, you can
enjoy and delight in all His benefits.

POINTS OF ACTION:

e Let us reflect on God's mercy and unconditional love, as the
sun shines for everyone alike, regardless of whether we are
good or bad, and His goodness is available to all, regardless
of our actions or beliefs.

e Remember our individual responsibility. We have the freedom
to decide how fto live life, but we are responsible for the
consequences of our actions and decisions.

e Let's reaffirm our commitment to developing an intimate
relationship with the Lord. Let's not live depending only on
God's "Common Grace," but let's cultivate a personal
relationship with Him, as in doing so, God will delight us with His
presence and grant the desires of our hearts. Amen!
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
